1 - 3” Exhaust Muffler

| Application |

This muffler has been approved for -100 and -110 mod-
els with 30 ft up to a maximum 125 ft vent length and all
-135 models. This is the only 3” muffler approved by Len-
nox. Muffler MUST NOT be installed in areas subjected to
temperatures below freezing without use of heat tape or

insulation.
A IMPORTANT

Disconnect power before servicing unit. Shut off main

gas supplies to appliance until installation is complete.

Requirements

Materials

1 - 3” schedule 40 PVC (type 1120 or 1220) pipe and
(PVC1 or PVC12) fittings for intake and exhaust
piping (not provided, see furnace installation
instruction) per ASTM D1785, D2466 and D2665.

2 - PVC primer per ASTM D2564 (not provided, see
furnace installation instruction)

3- PVC solvent cement per ASTM D2564 (not
provided, see furnace installation instruction). Use
certified PVC piping and fittings. Primer and solvent
cement and procedures for cementing joints should
be in accordance with current industry practices
and standards.
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| Installation

In minimum pipe, exhaust muffler should be located a

minimum of 12” from unit or a minimum of 2 feet from ex-

haust termination. In vent lengths of more than 15 feet

the muffler should be located a minimum of 2 feet from

the exhaust termination or a maximum of 15 feet from the
exhaust termination.

1 - Muffler is to be installed in flue only. It is not needed
on inlet piping.

2 - Install and cement the muffler. Refer to figure 1.

3 - Cement exhaust line piping to end of muffler and
route to outside per unit installation instructions.
CAUTION- All joints must be gas tight. Exhaust
vent pipe operates under positive pressure and
must be completely sealed to prevent leakage
of combustion products into living space.
Muffler should be at least 12” from any elbows
and furnace with 2” PVC vent.

4 - Exhaust piping must be properly supported.
